What are the primary goals for this website?

This may be as simple as “To increase revenue” but should be in terms of actions you would like the site to achieve.

List a few keywords that you feel should describe your website.

Keywords provide a bigger picture of what the site is about. Think of the words you would like people to search for when trying to find your site through search engines.

Who is your target audience, if any?

Your target audience is the general classification of the people you are trying to reach as web users.
Do you already have an idea of what you would like the site to look like?

Your opinion is crucial to the success of the design. You may list examples of navigation styles “I want the navigation to run across the top of the page”, color schemes, or even draw a picture of the full layout you have in mind.
List some of the websites you are drawn to.

Sometimes it is easier to know which direction to go by looking at some of the sites that are visually appealing. Include the URL and specific elements of the site that you are drawn to like navigation style or consistency.
List some of the websites you don’t like.

Equally important are the things that are not appealing. Include the URL and specific elements that you do not like. Examples may include a flash intro, font size or the most common confusing navigation.
What are your competitor’s websites, if any?
Learning what other’s do with similar information may help to organize information and develop the preliminary sitemap.

Do you have a preliminary sitemap? If so, provide it below.

A sitemap is a graphical representation of the site’s flow. Every page will have a list of top level navigational points. This is your “primary” navigation. Let’s venture to ashleyKathleen.com as an example. Primary navigation on this site is located in the white bar at the top of the screen. These are “Design & Process”, “Web Tools”, “Applications”, and “Service & Support”.
Under each primary element you will most likely have sub elements which are called “secondary” navigation. On ashleyKathleen.com, click the “Design & Process” navigation link. As you can see in both the roll over menu and the menu that appears on the left hand side of this page the secondary navigation is “Project Process”, “Site Discovery”, “Style & Complexity”, “Design Carving” and “Site Content”.
